Conclusions and Recommendations:
	1. A state can not be considered developed if local and regional communities are underdeveloped. Regional development is a concept aimed at ensuring dynamic and sustainable economic growth, through the effective use of regional and local potential in order to improve living conditions.
2.  Establishment of development regions should contribute to a balanced and sustainable socio-economic development throughout the Republic of Moldova, reduce the imbalance of socio-economic levels between regions and within them, strengthening financial, institutional and human resources opportunities for the socio-economic development of regions.

3.  Development regions are large enough to plan regional and local development, with real impact on national development, but small enough to facilitate the development and consensual decision making by stakeholders.
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
